‘WHO CAN 60?
NHUMC Members, Family, and Friends Ages 10 and up (youth ages 10-12 should bring along a parent!)

This is an intergenerational trip with a MAXIMUM of 30 team members. Families are encouraged to consider
taking this trip together! Spots will be filled on a first-come, first-served basis as long as the intergenerational
component is met and a balance is achieved between returning 2007 team members and first timers.

WHAT'WIILi DO iN BELiZE?

The great part about this mission experience is that there is something for everyone! The relationship
we have begun to build with the Bermudian Landing Community Baptist Church and with the people of
the village will continue to provide us opportunities to support their ministry with our prayers, our
presence, our gifts, and our service. This means there will be physical labor for those who desire it;
opportunities to minister to children and youth in myriad ways; working with prayer and bible study
groups for men, women, and youth; and time for visiting, praying, and offering support to shut-ins,
nursing home residents, and others.

WHATSTHE cosT?
$1900.00/person

This cost covers our travel to and from Belize as well as all of our needs in Belize...our food, transportation,
lodging, recreation, trip leaders, bottled water, etc. It also includes a t-shirt and a trip handbookl/journal. Costs
have gone up a small amount from last year in all areas of the trip, but thanks to some hard work from Janet at
Group Travel Directors, we have locked in a great airfare that helps keep this trip cost within reach.

i CANTAFFORDTHAT

It is important to think about how a trip like this will affect your financial situation. We will follow a

monthly payment schedule, and it will be important to make payments on time. Before you

decide money is a reason not to go on the trip, take some time to think creatively about how you might

raise the money. We will also have some options for scholarship money and group fundraising.

hoW TO FUND AN ERPENSIVE TRIP
Of course a trip like this is no small financial undertaking. | encourage you to do several things to begin
raising and saving funds for the trip.

l. SAVE! Consider how much you might start saving in a jar, piggy bank, or separate savings account each
week to help pay for your trip. Making a personal financial commitment to the trip only enhances your
experience and your feelings of accomplishment. Could you give up Caribou Coffee for six months and
add that cash to a Belize jar instead? What about manicures? New shoes (gasp!)?

2. ASK! It is never too early to start asking friends and family to support your mission. Think about people
who will be excited about your trip and want to pitch in, even a small amount. Remember to ask those
who opt not to contribute financially to pray for you and the team. Consider asking for support as part

of Christmas or birthday gifts. If you are planning to return to Belize for a second or thirdt i me , dondt

afraid to give people an opportunity to affirm you by supporting you again!

3. WORK! There are so many fundraising possibilities! We will host a Cookie Walk fundraiser in
December and a dinner fundraiser at a date to be determined. However, our capacity to raise funds is
only limited by your imagination and willingness to work on planning and executing a fundraiser. The sky
is the limit! Also, think about skills or services you might offer to family, friends, and neighbors in
exchange for a donation to your trip.

2009 TRIP PAYMENT SCheDPULE
Payments for the 2008 trip will be due monthly. It will be important that ALL payments be made on or
before the deadline date. Our contracts with Praying Pelican Missions and with the travel agent will
require that payments be made at specific times, and therefore are dependent upon team members
making payments by the deadlines. Payments might consist of personal money, money received from
supporters, and/or money allocated to you from fundraisers or scholarships.

You will need a passport to go to Belize. The sooner you get your application in, the better. You can
find information about how to apply for a passport at :

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Some Information from Praying Pelican Missions:
FOOD

The cuisine is usually one of the highlgfdr our participants. We strive to provide a wide variety of options that
will nourish and sustain all participants. We try to provide a good mix of local food and American food to appease
all participants.

Breakfastis usually served at the place wheyeu are staying. Some examples of breakfast food could include:
eggs, toast, fruit, pancakes, cereal bars, coffee, tea, juice and water.

Lunchis usually provided by local women at the ministry site. Chicken, rice, coleslaw, beans, and juice is one
exanple of a typical meal you can expect. Fish, pork, hamburgers, and sandwiches are all other lunch staples
which may be served to you while on the mission trip.

Suppercould include such things as burritos, pizza, Chinese food, chicken, seafood, spagbgttind pork.
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All your food and water is provided as part of your trip. If you wish to bring a fewpadahable snacks for
yourself in your suitcase you are welcome to do that. Just rememberttthpm in ziplock bags to keep any
critters away and to keep things fresh.

HOTEL Option
(Belize Only)

We provide the option of staying in air conditioned hotels. These hotels are not fancy by any means but will have
air conditioning, a shower, and athroom in each roomThe hotel rooms usually sleep 4 people per room, with

two people per double bed. All rooms are either male or fem@heere is no mixing of genders. Your roommates

will be assigned by your group leader in conjunction with a PrayihigaReVissions representative prior to the

trip. Please know that if you ateaveling with your spouse otiples will be divided into gendepecific rooms.
Families may stay together in their own room, provided each family has at least 3 people attending

SAFETY FIRST

On all Praying Pelican Missions trips safety is our first priority. People attending our trips can expect to travel in
groups at all times. We suggestd 6tudent to adult ratio, so that overseeing and supporting our participants is a
priority. Training is provided in regard to what the group members should eat and drink, what things they should
be aware of in the environment and culture, and how to conduct themselves on the trip. We also have ready
access to hospitals and clinics in caemergencies. We take care in trying to provide safe meals, snacks, and
plenty of water to all trip members. We pray that the Lord will bless our preparations and the precautions we take
as we attempt to minister to the people of the host countries anghmbers of our group.

Also, medical, dental, and evacuation insurance is provided for and included in the cost for each group member.
This is secondary medical coverage, so each person should bring their medical insurance information.

TRANSPORTATION

Most of our transportation during the week will be via bus. We will be chauffeured around in a bus as we drive to
church, ministry sites, supper, and to our recreational activities. We will also do a fair amount of walking during

the trip, so bring good wking shoes. We do have a smaller vehicle that we also drive everywhere for those who
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
